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Resolution 01 (2003)

Adopted by the Security Council at its 9th meeting, on 

13 August 2003 

The Security Council,

Strongly concerned about an apparent violation of the nuclear non-proliferation Treaty,

Bearing in mind the dangers for peace and security nuclear proliferation poses especially in regard to terrorist groups,

1.
Strongly requests the Islamic Republic of Iran to immediately reconfirm its commitment to nuclear non-proliferation and all relevant treaties with the IAEA;

2.
Urges all religious and ethnical groups to peacefully participate in the political, social and economic reconstruction of Iraq;

3.
Calls upon all member states to immediately stop any support other than designated development aid to Iraq and terminate any assistance given to regional, ethnic and religious groups aimed at the disruption of the Iraqi reconstruction process;

4.
Condemns the recent eruption of violence;

5.
Solemnly affirms that in the case of any violation of clause (3) the United Nations Security Council will reconvene in order to determine the means necessary to terminate the flow of illicit funds, weapons and military support from any member state into Iraq;

6.
Decides to remain seized of the matter.
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
