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Resolution 02 (2003)

Adopted by the Security Council at its 9th meeting, on 13 August 2003 

The Security Council,

Recalling all its previous relevant resolutions, in particular its Resolutions 1441 (2002) of 8 November 2002 and 1483 (2003) of 22 May 2003,

Reaffirming the sovereignty and territorial integrity of Iraq,

Noting with deep concern the recent violence against the Coalition Provisional Authority (CPA),

Welcoming the appointment of the Special Representative for Iraq and his efforts in fulfilling the mandate installed under Resolution 1483 (2003) of 22 May 2003,

Stressing the right of the Iraqi people freely to determine their own political future and control their own natural resources, welcoming the commitment of all parties concerned to support the creation of an environment in which they may do so as soon as possible, and expressing resolve that the day when Iraqis govern themselves must come quickly,

Noting with satisfaction the establishment of the Iraqi Interim Governing Council as a first step towards a new political regime in Iraq,

Encouraging efforts by the people of Iraq to form a representative government based on the rule of law that affords equal rights and justice to all Iraqi citizens without regard to ethnicity, religion or gender, and, in this connection, recalls Resolution 1325 (2000) of 31 October 2000 and Resolution 1483 (2003) of 22 May 2003,

Encouraging the drafting of an Iraqi national constitution through the creation of a Constitutional Assembly

Noting with concern the increased authoritarian religious influence in Iraq,

Welcoming and encouraging the resumption of humanitarian assistance and the continuing efforts of the Secretary General, his Special Representative and the specialized agencies to provide humanitarian and economic aid, to facilitate the reconstruction of key infrastructure with other international organizations, to promote the conditions for sustainable development through coordination with the civil society, donors, and the international financial institutions and to promote the safe, orderly and voluntary return of refugees and displaced persons,

Affirming the need for accountability for crimes and atrocities committed by the previous Iraqi regime,

Welcoming further, the commitment of Member States to contribute to stability and security in Iraq by contributing personnel, equipment, and other resources under the coalition forces,

Deeply conscious that many Kuwaitis and Third-State Nationals still are not accounted for since 2 August 1990,

Determining that the situation in Iraq, although improved, continues to constitute a threat to international peace and security,

Acting under Chapter VII of the Charter of the United Nations,

1.
Resolves the vital role of the United Nations in humanitarian relief, the reconstruction of Iraq, the assurance of security and the restoration and establishment of national and local institutions for representative governance;

2.
Authorizes the establishment of an Iraqi International Security Assistance Force, (IISAF) for a period of 6 months coordinated by the Coalition Provisional Authority (CPA) under the Iraqi Interim Governing Council in order to ensure the maintenance of security in Iraq, in order to facilitate the economic reconstruction and the political organization and the Iraqi police forces as well as the personnel of the United Nations and other international organizations can operate in a secure environment;

Calls upon Member States to contribute personnel, equipment and other resources to the IISAF, and invites those Member States to inform the leadership of the force and the Secretary General;

Further calls upon all Member States to contribute resources and expertise in order to facilitate the creation of an Iraqi civil police force as set out in Security Council Resolution 1483 (2003);

5.
Extends the mandate of the United Nations Special Representatives for Iraq to cooperate with the Coalition Provisional Authority and the Iraqi Interim Governing Council in order to accelerate the creation of a civil police force; 

6.
Requests all Member States under the authority of the Special Representative of the United Nations for Iraq to assist the Iraqi people in building a civil administration and a new political system aimed at the self-government of a sovereign and independent Iraqi nation through the provision of assistance and expertise in the field of political reconstruction and nation building;

7.
Emphasizes the utmost urgency of a more proactive role of the Iraqi people in shaping their civil institutions and the creation of a civil society;

8.
Reaffirms the role of the CPA in securing the political reconstruction of Iraq under the control of the United Nations during the electoral process starting with the announcement of the candidates;

9.
Extends the mandate of the Special Representative of the United Nations for Iraq to join efforts with the Iraqi Governing Council to assist the people of Iraq to create a sovereign administration and a civil society through:

a) Initiating and coordinating local elections according to local conditions and requirements, 

b) Creating and coordinating a United Nations lead group of international experts formed to assist and advice local communities on the formation of a provisional local administrative structure including the establishment of a electoral system, the creation of local statutes and the organization of local elections not forestalling the results of the Constitutional Assembly, 

c) Initiating training programs for local administrators and civil servants, aimed specifically to address reconstruction and organizational issues including the creation, leadership, and maintenance of a local administrative structure subordinate to the execution of a political agenda,  

d) Create a timetable for  local elections aiming at a nation wide foundation of local councils in the first half of 2004 forestalling the results of the Constitutional Assembly, 

e) Reporting to the United Nations Security Council on a monthly base to inform the Council of the progress of the political reconstruction efforts,

f) Initiating the organization of a nation wide Constitutional Assembly in order to enable the drafting of a National Constitution for Iraq based upon the following factors:

I) the religious diversity

II) the ethnic multiplicity

III) regional peculiarities

IV) historic and cultural background

V) broad-based and full representation of all the Iraqi People 

VI) commitment to peace with Iraq’s neighboring countries

VII) compliance with the Universal Declaration of Human Rights and accordance with the Charta of the United Nations and the general principles of International Law;

Urges all Member States and international organizations to contribute to the reconstruction process of Iraq and to help meeting the humanitarian and other needs of the Iraqi people by the provision of food, medical supplies, and resources necessary for reconstruction and rehabilitation of Iraq’s economic infrastructure;

11.
Calls upon all Member States to actively engage in the reconstruction process; 
12.
Urges all Member States to participate in the donor conference, which will be held in autumn 2003;
13.
Stresses the fact that Iraq’s natural resources, in particular petroleum, petroleum products and natural gas belong to the Iraqi people;

14.
Emphasizes the importance of the framework established under Resolution 1483 (2003) concerning the establishment of the Development Fund for Iraq;

15.
Requests that the resources in the Development Fund for Iraq shall be distributed in a transparent manner at the direction of the Special Representative of the United Nations for Iraq, in consultation with the Iraqi Interim Governing Council, for the purpose established in clause 14 in Resolution 1483 (2003);

16.
Extends the membership of the Advisory and Monitoring Board to the representatives of the Iraqi Interim Governing Council;

17.
Requests to review, in light of changed circumstances, the relative utility of each approved and funded contract, as of the date of 1st May 2003, with a view to determining whether such contracts contain items required to meet the needs of the Iraqi people and to postpone action on those contracts determinant to be of questionable utility by the Special Representative, in coordination with the Iraqi Interim Governing Council, until a sovereign Iraqi government is formed;

18. Decides to remain seized of the matter.
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
