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Resolution 01 (2003)

Adopted by the General Assembly at its 9th meeting, on 14 August 2003 

The United Nations Industrial Development Organization,

Bearing in mind the negative effects of today’s energy consumption patterns on the environment,

Aware of the fact that economic development is strongly linked to the supply of energy,

Recalling the principles and objectives of the United Nations Framework Convention On Climate Change, and the decisions of the Conference of the Parties to the United Nations Framework Convention on Climate Change,

Keeping in mind the high youth unemployment rates that have reached an alarming level in the world,

Fully believing that the renewable energy sector represents a promising sector concerning job opportunites,

Welcoming projects that link renewable energy  technology to youth employment,

Recalling the Alexandria Declaration,

Expresses its hope  that all willing nations are going to support an international platform for technological information and financial exchange concerning renewable energy technologies;

Invites all countries to ensure that the emphasises of the named platform will be on projects to foster youth employment and further to undertake efforts to raise the awareness of the renewable energy potential;

Recommends an increased cooperation of UN bodies with civil society, non governmental organizations (NGOs), private sector and governmental organizations which are related to renewable energy tevchnologies and youth employment;

Further invites all willing states to set up national education and information institutions that provide young people with skills in the field of renewable energy technologies and raise awareness of renewable energy technologies in public;

Agrees  that financial and technological assistance to countries in need is encouraged;

Further agrees  that priority target groups should be identified.
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
